Instructions
Completion and approval of the Facility Use Agreement is required for:
· Day use or lodging use of the Florida Station facility that involves children (under 18 years old). 
· Lodging use of Florida Station by adults

· Note: research and certain educational use of the Santa Rita Experimental Range requires a separate Range Use Application/Agreement.  Please contact the SRER Manager Hector Elias at hectorej@arizona.edu

· You may also be required to complete and sign the Facilities Use Agreement if you are conducting research or education on SRER or at SRER HQ as part of a program that is NOT through the University of Arizona, Arizona State University, Northern Arizona University, a federal or state government agency, or Pima County.  If you are unsure, please contact the SRER Manager Hector Elias at hectorej@arizona.edu

Completion and approval of a facility use agreement is not required for: 
· Day use only of Florida Station by adults (18 years and older) for University of Arizona programs.
· Researchers who have completed a Range Use Application/Agreement and are part of the University of Arizona, Arizona State University, Northern Arizona University, a federal or state government agency, or Pima County.

The Signed Facility Use Agreement and required Certificate of Insurance must be submitted no later than seven days before the proposed event unless exceptions are granted in writing.

INSURANCE

You are exempted from this insurance requirement if you or your group is sponsored by the University of Arizona, Arizona State University, Northern Arizona University, a federal or state government agency, or Pima County.  If your University is “self-insured” this requirement is also waived.  If unsure if your University is “self-insured,” contact your Department of Risk Management.

As required, the User agrees to provide a Certificate of Insurance (COI).  

· The certificate must include the following language.  COI’s submitted without all of this language will not qualify and the proposed use will not be allowed.

"University of Arizona, Arizona Board of Regents, and State of Arizona are named as additional insured in respect to use of the Santa Rita Experimental Range and the facilities at Florida Station (Santa Rita Experimental Range HQ) during the time period of this/these event/s." 

“Insurance provided by User shall be considered primary coverage.”
   
· The certificate of insurance must specify: for commercial general liability insurance in a minimum single limit amount of $1,000,000 and $3,000,000 aggregate.

· The certificate must specify the date(s) of coverage.  The date(s) of the event(s), may range from a single date to a period up to 12 months.

An example of a COI is found on the last page of this document.  

INDEMNITY
You are exempted from this indemnity requirement if your group is sponsored by the University of Arizona, Arizona State University, Northern Arizona University, a federal or state government agency, or Pima County.  It may be appropriate to contact your Department of Risk Management.

By signing this Letter of Agreement:

User shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless the State of Arizona, the Arizona Board of Regents, the University of Arizona and its officers, officials, agents and employees (hereinafter referred to as “Indemnitee”) from and against any and all claims, actions, liabilities, damages, losses, or expenses (including court costs, attorneys’ fees, and costs of claim processing, investigation and litigation) (hereinafter referred to as “Claims”) for bodily injury or personal injury (including death), or loss or damage to tangible or intangible property caused, or alleged to be caused, in whole or in part, by the negligent or willful acts or omissions of User or any of its owners, officers, directors, agents, employees or subcontractors.  This indemnity includes any claim or amount arising out of or recovered under the Workers’ Compensation Law or arising out of the failure of such service provider to conform to any federal, state or local law, statute, ordinance, rule, regulation or court decree.  It is the specific intention of the parties that the Indemnitee shall, in all instances, except for Claims arising solely from the negligent or willful acts or omissions of the Indemnitee, be indemnified by User from and against any and all claims.  It is agreed that User will be responsible for primary loss investigation, defense and judgment costs where this indemnification is applicable.  The User agrees to waive all rights of subrogation against the State of Arizona, the Arizona Board of Regents, the University of Arizona and its officers, officials, agents and employees for losses arising from this agreement with the University of Arizona.

User, if a charitable association, corporation, entity or individual, having or claiming an immunity or exemption (statutory or otherwise) from liability for damage or injury to property or person, hereby waives its right to plead defensively such immunity or exemption as against the University.
TERMS OF USE  

By signing this agreement, the User also agrees to all the following Terms of Use:

1. The User agrees to exercise due care in the use of said facility, and at the end of said use or event, return the premises in as good condition as when received and/or pay for repair of damages caused by the user/s.

· Users who plan to collect specimens or conduct research must complete and receive approval of a Range Use Application/Agreement (RUA) covering the period of use.  Allow at least two weeks for processing.  Certain Educational uses will also require a RUA.  Contact SRER Manager if unsure and for more information: bcb@email.arizona.edu.

2. Users agree to University of Arizona standards for ethics and conduct as described here: http://policy.arizona.edu/ethics-and-conduct .  Included are Nondiscrimination and Anti-Harassment Policies.  Acquaint yourself with these standards and policies.  They apply to your use of the Santa Rita Experimental Range and Florida Station.     

3. Once a lodging reservation is accepted, unless SRER is notified of requested changes at least two weeks in advance of your visit, any addition to or reduction in the number of overnight lodgers, or change in reservation date, may result in a $10 per person per day charge.  Please note: additions may not be possible.

4. Lodgers who wish to also use the classroom must make prior arrangements.  

5. Friends or colleagues of lodgers who wish to visit lodgers must make prior arrangements with the SRER Manager.

6. Arrival: guests must arrive between 8 AM to 6 PM unless arranged otherwise prior to stay.

7. Overnight guests depart by 11AM unless arranged otherwise prior to stay.

8. Invoices are provided and payment is made following lodging and events.

9. University of Arizona faculty, students, and staff may pay by interdepartmental fund transfers.  Otherwise, all payments must be made by check, made out to The University of Arizona.  

10. See the “Facilities Description” document for information on fees or contact the SRER Manager.  Fees are confirmed by email communication.

11. Guests may not bring pets and domestic animals to Florida Station.  Exceptions are only granted for domestic animals required for the research or educational purpose of the use, and for therapy or service dogs.  Please make prior arrangements with the SRER manager.  Except for service dogs, all such uses will also require a Range Use Application/Agreement.  Guests arriving with dogs without prior authorization, may either be denied use or charged an additional $50 per day at the discretion of the SRER Range Manager.

12. Use of alcohol is prohibited on the facility without special arrangements.  Smoking is prohibited in all buildings and on the grounds of Florida Station.  

13. Guests may not bring firearms, bows and arrows, or other weapons to Florida Station unless they are integral to an approved research or education program (for more information contact the SRER Manager).  All such uses will also require a Range Use Application/Agreement.

14. Users who plan to bring children to Florida Station must specify so on page 2, above.  Do NOT assume that because adult parents are using the facility that children will also stay here during your visit; this is generally not permitted.

15. Users agree to provide constant supervision of all minors using facilities.

16. The User is advised that when working with youth under the age of 18 they should not place themselves in a one-on-one situation, unless such contact is both unavoidable and in full view of others. There must be at least two adults in any setting where children are present.  No adult should be in a situation where he or she is alone with a minor (other than his or her own child). 

17. Guests bring their own bedding, pillows, linens/towels, and toiletries unless other arrangements are made before your visit and confirmed in writing by the SRER Manager.  Please see the “Facilities Description” document for additional, important information.

18.  Guests prepare their own food unless other arrangements receive prior approval by the SRER Manager. 

19. First-time lodging guests must schedule a safety and housekeeping talk at the start of their stay.   

20. Lodgers clean facilities prior to departure, leaving facilities at least as clean as when they arrived.

21. The SRER Manager may cancel the use at any time, prior to or during the event, and the SRER Manager may require any guest to leave the facility at any time during the use.  Events may also be canceled at any time by the U. S. Forest Service or other officials due to high fire danger or other safety concerns.

22. The User will promptly report any safety concerns to University staff.  Accident reports are to be completed for all incidents which should be referred to or resulted in treatment by medical professionals. 

23. The User will promptly report any damage, breakage, needed repairs, hazards, and other concerns to the SRER Manager or Experiment Station staff.

24. The User agrees to reimburse the University of Arizona for any necessary expenses, attorney's fees, or costs incurred in the enforcement of any part of this agreement.

25. The parties shall comply with all applicable state and federal statutes and regulations governing equal employment opportunity and non-discrimination.

26. This Agreement is subject to the provisions of A.R.S. 38-511, A.R.S. §§ 35-391.06(A), A.R.S. 35-393.06(B), ARS §§ 35-391(15), and 35-393(12).
